Writers are asked to submit a one-act play for either: 

w	 audiences of 11 years old and under 

w	 audiences of 12 to 16 years old.

The competition is open to writers of any age, of any level of experience and from  
any country. All plays must be written in English.

The Prizes
In each category:

w	 cash prize of £1,000 for the writer

w	 winning play to be published by Trinity College London in a collection of outstanding 	
	 plays from the competition 

w	 winning play to be performed at a gala event in a London West End theatre on 
	 31 October 2010 

w	 travel and accommodation costs for the writer plus guest to attend the 
	 gala performance.

In addition, up to four ‘Highly Commended’ awards: 

w 	 cash prize of £500.

Awards will also be made for The Most Promising Playwright under the age of 12 and 
The Most Promising Playwright under the age of 16.



The Judging Process 
Every play will be read in its entirety by experienced professionals and each entrant will 
receive a written report on their play, providing constructive feedback. 

A group of senior readers will draw up a shortlist of entries, which will then be considered 
by the distinguished panel of international judges. Winners will be announced in early 
September 2010.

How to enter
Plays should be sent in either hard copy or as an email attachment to your local  
Trinity Guildhall representative by 1 July 2010.

A registration fee is payable, purely to cover the costs of the first stage of reading  
the plays and giving feedback to entrants. This should be sent to the relevant 
representative along with a completed entry form (see overleaf).
